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1988-89 STANFORD MEN’S GOLF OUTLOOK

After a promising second half of the 1987-88 campaign, first year
head coach Wally Goodwin began to sense that the fortunes of the
Cardinal men’s golf program were starting to turn his way.

Stanford struggled through much of the first half of last year,
but as the season progressed, Goodwin saw his team come together,
culminating in a fourth place finish at the Pac-10 Championships.

"starting from the midway point of last year, the team began to
adjust to the demands of colleglate golf and develop excellent
practice attitudes and a competitiveness that helped us improve as a
team," says Goodwin, now in his second year at the helm. "We
finished ahead of both UCLA and USC in the Pac-10’s and played
outstanding golf.

"We have everyone back who contributed at the Pac-10’s," he
says. "I feel this team, with the additional year of experience and
our outstanding freshman class, has the potential to be much
improved from a year ago. We’re still young, but we have the
talent."

Junior Mark Funseth from Napa, Calif., and senior John Mahon
from Glendora, Calif., were the Cardinal’s two top golfers a year
ago. Add to that juniors Brad Joondeph, Don Christensen, Josh Zander
and Brad Benbrook, all lettermen last season, and one can see why
Goodwin is looking for better things this time around.

Freshman Christian Cevaer, a former world amateur junior
champion and one of the top recruits in the country, should also add
to Stanford’s depth and improved play in ’88-89.

Became the team’s only individual medalist of the ’87-88 season when
he took top honors at the Silverado Invitational with a three-day
score of 222 (74-73-75) ... Finished in a tie for ninth place at the
Robertson Homes Collegiate and was tied for 16th at the Pac-10
Championships (82-71-76--229) held at the Orinda Country Club ...
Named Stanford’s MVP last season ... "Mark is a strong, physical
player who has great recovering ability. He can make par from
anywhere," says Goodwin ...

HEAD COACH WALLY GOODWIN

One of the most renowned and respected golf coaches in the country,
Wally Goodwin begins his second season at the helm of the Stanford
men’s golf program.

Goodwin, who has spent over 25 years as an athletic coach, came
to Stanford prior to the start of the 1987-88 season. In just one
year on The Farm, he has already turned the Cardinal into one of the
top teams in the Pac-10. Stanford finished 10th in the conference
tournament in 1987, but a year ago under Goodwin, the Cardinal
placed fourth.

A 1951 graduate of the University of Virginia, Goodwin has
coached golf, football, basketball and track during his career. He
was the head men’s golf coach at Northwestern University for six
seasons (1981-87) prior to joining the Cardinal staff in September,
1987.

Goodwin was one of two amateurs allowed to compete on the PGA
Tour from 1959-60. Following his PGA stint, he spent four years
(1960-64) as the Assistant to the Director of Athletics at Fountain
Valley School in Colorado Springs, Colo., where he was the head
football and basketball coach.

From 1964-66, he was again the head football and basketball
coach at the Western Reserve Academy in Hudson, Colo. Goodwin moved
on to Hudson High School in 1966-67 where he coached football,
basketball and track.

For the next 10 years (1968-78), he was the Director of
Athletics and head golf and basketball coach at Robert Louis
Stevenson School in Pebble Beach, Calif. Goodwin served as the
assistant basketball coach at Stetson University for three seasons
(1978-81) before moving on to Northwestern.

Goodwin is married and had two sons. During the summer months,
he returns to Banner, Wyoming where he and his family operate a
combination guest and cattle ranch.
